Asian Indian Chamber of Commerce Business Delegation finalizes Mission, 

Delegation chair announces Participants, Sponsors and Agenda

Edison, NJ- The Asian Indian Chamber of Commerce (AICC) announced its plans for the second business development and trade mission to India. Starting on Jan 1st 2004, the delegation led by AICC President Seema M Singh, Esq., will visit key Indian cities commencing in Bombay, and then heading to Chennai, Bangalore, and Ahemdabad and finally terminating in New Delhi. The mission will return to the U.S. on Jan 12th 2004 after attending the Pravasi Bhartiya Divas in New Delhi.

Congressman Frank Pallone, Jr. (D-NJ) will join the delegation. The delegation has an extensive Four Fold Mission:  1) to build Political ties with the Government Heads of Each State in India including the President and Prime Minister; 2) to offer a unique forum to the participating delegates to explore business partnerships between companies in India and in the United States, particularly in New Jersey.  3) to promote trade and business between the two countries within the fields of: Biotech and Pharmaceuticals; Information Technology; Infrastructure; and the Financial industry; and 4) to develop relationships with the Indo-American Chambers of Commerce and the Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce in India by fostering a sense of understanding and cooperation between them and the AICC. 

The delegation will reach Mumbai on Jan 3rd where the Kotak Mahindra group will host a reception and give a presentation on the status of Investments in India. Later on in Mumbai they will meet with the Chief Minister of Maharashtra, Honorable Shinde and other Government heads.

Thereafter the delegation will move on to Bangalore where they will be hosted by Kiran Mazumdar of Biocon India and will visit major corporate houses such as Biocon, Infosys, Wipro, Microlabs, Rashmi Computers and the special cardiac hospital Narayan Hrudalaya and then will attend a dinner reception hosted by Rashmi Computers. The delegation will also be meeting with the Chief Minister of Karnataka, Honorable S.M. Krishna and other members of his cabinet.  In addition, the Indo American Chamber of Commerce will be hosting a luncheon reception for all the delegates

From Banagalore, the delegation will proceed to Ahemdabad, Gujarat where the Gujarat Chief Minister Narendera Modi will greet them. The delegation will have lunch with top Government officials and leading entrepreneurs from the state to discuss various policies and business opportunities between the US and Gujarat. The delegation will also visit Akshradham to pay tribute and homage to the victims. 

Thereafter the delegation will travel to New Delhi, its final destination, to attend the Inauguration Ceremony of the Pravasi Bhartiya Divas.  In New Delhi, Ranbaxy Pharmaceuticals – the Grand Sponsor of the    Business Delegation, will host the Delegation.  The Singhania Group and Mr. B.K. Modi will also be hosting receptions for the Delegates.  The Delegation will also attend a Tea hosted by the President and they are also tentatively scheduled to meet the Prime Minister of India.  The delegation will return on Jan 12, 2004.

The delegation includes ten U.S. based senior executives of small, medium and large U.S. firms.

The chamber is a 500 member strong body that caters to the needs of the local South Asian businessman. The chamber is a platform for South Asian businesses to interact and network for the rapid development of the community. The chamber is also involved with other agencies like the NJTC, SBA, SBDC and FICCI with whom they have a working relationship.
